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$50-million resort planned on East Lake site

American firm planning up-to-250 cottages on 80-acre commercial land parcel along County Rd. 18

A resort featuring belween 225
and 250 cottages could be des-
ined for East Lake within the
next year,

Codtage Advisors, a compa-
1y based near Boston ghat spe-
vializes in the development of
-offage communities is current-
¥ in the site planning stage of

the proposed development at
392 County Rd, 18,

The company is also work-
ing with consultants 1o complete
the site plan as well as studies
relating to the project’s impact
on the environment, taffic and
hydrogeology of the area,

The concept for the develop-
ment, which is valued at $30
million, was bom when Collage
Advisors, a young company

incorporated in 2006 and look-
ing 1o expand, began to explore
properties in Ontario.

Couage Advisors senior
vice-president Howard Hall said
the company evalvated land in
the Muskoka and Kawartha
regions before coming to Prince
Edward County and meeting
with planning staff in December
2007. The planning depariment
told Hall that an application on

commercial land was his “best
bet™ for the type of development
he was looking to build.

“The feedback we received
is that for our type of purpose
we needed to hind commercial
property, because irying o
tezone other properties zoned
agricultural is not generally sup-
ported,” said Hall.

The development is in
accordance with the County’s

planning policies. as the County
official plan states that construc-
tion of roofed accommaodations
within the tourism comidor, of
which East and West lakes are a
part of, is encouraged,

“IPlanning staff] said the
official plan supports this kind
of siff within this geography,”
said Hall,

Hall’s next task then was o
find commercial property within

the area around Hast and West
Lake, and he stumbled upon the
80-acre property along County
Rd. 18, the largest commercial
property in the areq,

“Right now there are only
48145 acres of commercially-
zoned property on both East
Lake and West lakes,” said Hall.
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
